Description of the general conditions of the student exchange program through a Hungarian- Finnish example which could be extended with the conditions of foreign trade learning.

Reguly Antal Vocational and Boarding School has had a relationship with the Kalajoki School Union since 1994. We last renewed our conract about our partnership in 2005 in Finland, when the head-master and the Hungarian- Finnish contact teacher spent a week in Finland to attend a mutual project.

The process of choosing the students:

1. The students register at the Hungarian- Finnish contact teacher until at the end of March or at the beginning of April every year. These students apply because they would like to travel to Finland for a year, get to know the Finnish customs, culture and education and would like to learn the Finnish language up to a certain level as well as to make friends.

2. After that the contact teacher sends the application to the Finnish contact teacher, with whom they agree on the number of students, who can be hosted next year.

3. Afterwards the head-master, the Hungarian contact teacher and the teacher responsible for youth protection choose those students who can represent the school up to the expectations and of course the county of Veszprém and Hungary.

Aspects of selection:

· Scholastic record

· Participation in sport activities

· Conduct

· Aptness

· Independence 

· Reliability

4. After the selection the head-master and the contact teacher have a conversation with the student about the program and then with the parents they agree on the conditions of the participation of the program which they include in a trilateral conract.

The parents acknowledge:

the costs of traveling abroad and back to Hungary and the acquisition of the international student card as well as the European Health Insurance Card. In addition after Finland the student in question will remain our school's student for at least one year which they confirm in writing.

The student acknowledges:

Representing our school with his/her best abilities and knowledge, acquiring the Finnish language as well as possible and keeps contact with their contact teachers and writes at least one memoir a week to his home school about the week he/she has spent there. If some kind of problem occurs they let the contact teachers know as soon as possible. The student confirms all this in writing.

5. The preparabon of the student:

Before the journey the contact teacher gives information to the student about the customs, the school he/she will attend, leisure time activities and about the Finnish contact teacher.

Those students who participated in this program earlier teach the new students to the most important expressions about greetings and asking for help and tell them about the opportunities to be expected in Finland.

6. The organizing work of the school:

The Hungarian contact teacher stays in touch with the Finnish contact teacher as well as the Hungarian students, who are in Finland exchanging letters weekly or more often if needed. They organize the arrival of the Finnish students to our school, their welcoming and help them with any of their problems and gives information to the Finnish contact teacher about the exchange students regularly. They are also present at their send-off back to Finland. They organize the tasks related to the Finnish delegation's welcoming and they also organize next year's exchange students. They take part in the selection and in the negotiations with the parents. They keep in touch with the Hungarian schools participating the program (e.g. Faper Jenõ Secondary and Vocational School) and with their teachers who are involved in the program.

They organize the students traveling and arrival to Hungary. In addition they organize the correspondence with the Finnish partners, orientations, and the development of further mutual progam.

An appointed teacher of English at school keeps in touch with the Finnish students and interprets if necessary durrog their stay.

The teacher responsible for youth protection greets the exchange students at the airport in Budapest, accompanies and looks after them - maroly at the beginning - and when they travel back he/she accompanies them to the airport to Budapest. They take part in the selection of the student, who can travel to Finland as an exchange student.

The head of the vocational training centre organizes the internships of the Finnish exchange students and their technical activities.

The head-master's responsibility is to control the whole process, to take part in the selection of the students, to negotiate with the parents and to make the contract with them. Furthermore, it is his/her job to sign the contracts about the Finnish relationships and to greet the Finnish students as well as to take farewell of them, the greeting of the Finnish delegation and the organization and participation of their program and the development of the relationship.
